LEASE AGREEMENT


This License Agreement entered this ____ day of _______, 200__ between

BELLEAU LAKE PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION, a New Hampshire a non-

profit corporation, of P. O. Box 188, East Wakefield, NH  03830, (hereinafter called

“LESSOR”), and ________________________________, of ____________________,

_________________________ (hereinafter called the “LESSEE”):


WITNESSETH, that the LESSOR has agreed to let and does not let and demise to

the LESSEE, and the LESSEE has agreed to take and hereby does take from the 

LESSOR, a ten foot by 20 foot (10’x 20’) area situated on _______________ Beach at

Belleau Lake in the Town of Wakefield, County of Carroll and State of New Hampshire

as shown on the sketch attached hereto as Exhibit A.  The LESSEE shall have the right to

keep a boat in the leased area and, with the approval of the LESSOR, may install one

seasonal dock within the leased area to which not more than one (1) boat of the LESSEE

may be moored.  The LESSEE shall be responsible for obtaining any and all approvals

required for the placement of said dock and the payment of all costs in connection 

therewith.

I.

TERM

To have and to hold the leased premises unto the LESSEE for the term of the

200__ boating season, commencing on the ______day of ______, 200__, and ending

on the ____day of __________200___.

II.

USE OF LEASED PREMISES


The premises covered by this lease shall be used by the LESSEE solely for the

Purposes of keeping one (1) boat owned by LESSEE and shall be used for no other

purpose without the written consent of the LESSOR.

III.

RENT


The LESSEE hereby covenants to pay to the LESSOR at P.O. Box 188, East

Wakefield, NH 03830, or at such other place as LESSOR may, from time to time,

designate in writing a rent of One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) for the boating season,

payable in advance.  In addition the LESSEE shall, as part of the rent, maintain the

entire beach on which the leased premises are located as provided in Article IV, below.

IV.

MAINTENANCE AND INSURANCE


It is hereby agreed between the parties that the LESSEE, as part of the

consideration of this Lease, shall be responsible for maintaining to standards established

by LESSOR the beach on which the leased premises are located, including raking the 

beach, removing debris, mowing the grass, keeping the beach clean and reporting any

improper use of the beach to LESSOR.


LESSEE shall, at all times during the term hereof, keep and maintain adequate

liability insurance and insurance on the boat kept on the leased premises, and the

LESSEE shall further save the LESSOR harmless against any and all claims arising from

the conduct or management of or from any work or thing whatsoever done on the leased

premises or arising from any act of negligence of the LESSEE, or arising from any

accident, injury or damages whatsoever, however caused, to any person or persons using

the leased premises and from and against all costs, counsel, fees, expenses and liabilities

incurred or proceedings brought thereon.


The LESSEE shall not do, cause or allow to be done any act by which

LESSOR’S insurance on the leased premises shall be affected provided however nothing

herein shall be construed as to prohibit a liability carrier of the LESSOR or the LESSEE

being subrogated to the rights of the LESSOR or the LESSEE to seek recovery against

 the other’s insurance carrier.

V.

COVENANTS AND CONDITIONS

 
As part of the consideration of the Lease, the LESSEE, for himself, his heirs,

successors and assigns, does hereby covenant with the LESSOR, its successors and

assigns:

1. That the LESSEE shall pay to the LESSOR when due the rent called for

herein.

2. The LESSEE shall not have the right to rent, sublet or assign any portion

of the leased premises.

3. The LESSEE shall not make or suffer any waste upon the premises.

4. The LESSEE shall maintain the leased premises and the beach on which

they are located in good order as set forth in Article IV, above.

5. The LESSEE shall not suffer or make any unlawful, improper or offensive

use of said premises or any use thereof contrary to any orders from any department of the

Town of Wakefield affecting the leased premises, or from any law or regulation of the

United States, the State of New Hampshire or the Town of Wakefield now or hereafter

made.

6. The LESSEE shall perform all maintenance of the leased premises and the

beach on which they are located at his own expense.

7. The LEESEE shall save the LESSOR harmless from any damages and/or

losses which may be protected by fire and casualty insurance.

8. If default is made any payment due under this Lease, or in any of the

Covenants and agreements contained in the Lease, the LESSOR may, after ten (10) days

notice of default given by the LESSOR to the LESSEE in writing at LESSEE’S last

known address, declare the term of this Lease ended and the LESSOR shall have the right

to re-enter said leased premises either with or without process of law, and to expel,

remove and put out, using such force as may be necessary to do so, the LESSEE or any

person or persons occupying the same, and repossess and enjoy as before this Lease, the

premises without prejudice to any remedy which the LESSOR might otherwise have for

collection of arrears of rent or proceedings for breach of covenants.

9. The LESSEE shall and will at the termination of the Lease, or any 

extensions thereof, redeliver and surrender up to the LESSOR, the leased premises in the

same condition as the same now are.

10. The LESSOR shall not be liable in any manner for any loss, injury or 

damage to any property of the LESSEE resulting from any cause whatsoever except for

any personal acts of the LESSOR or its agents and employees.

11. This lease supersedes any and all earlier contracts, leases, permits or agreements 

between the parties pertaining to this beach. 

VI. 
OPTION TO RENEW:

 

            Provided the Lessee is in full compliance with all of the requirements of this Lease, the Lessee shall annually have the right to renew the Lease for a maximum of four consecutive boating seasons.  Written notice of intention to renew, together with the rent payment of $100.00, must be furnished the Lessor on or before October 1 of the year preceding the boating season for which the renewal is sought.

 

VII.
TERMINATION
 
            Either party shall have the right to terminate this Lease upon ten (10) days’ written notice to the other.
